Dear Parent/Guardian:

Each year, students in grades three through eight and high school participate in the California Assessment of Student Performance and Progress (CAASPP) Assessment System.  Depending on the grade level and instructional program in which your child is enrolled, your child will take one or more of the following tests:

· Smarter Balanced Summative Assessments for English language arts (ELA) and mathematics are administered to students enrolled in grades 3–8 and 11.

· The California Alternate Assessment (CAA) for ELA and Mathematics are administered to students with the most significant disabilities and whose Individualized Education Program (IEP) team has designated the use of alternate assessments.

· California Science Test (CAST) is required in grades 5 and 8 and once in grade 11 or grade 12. Students with the most significant disabilities and whose IEP team has designated the use of alternate assessments take the CAA for Science.
Our school will begin administering CAASPP tests on April 27, 2026. While parents may request in writing, an exemption from CAASPP testing before testing begins, any request submitted after testing has started will not affect tests already completed; those results will still be scored and reported.
To help your child feel confident during testing, you can:

· Explain that these assessments are tools to support learning, not something to fear.

· Explore practice tests together at https://www.caaspp-elpac.org/resources/preparation/practice-and-training-tests.

· Encourage your child to do their best and remind them of your support.

You will be able to access your child’s CAASPP Student Score Report (SSR) in the Los Angeles Unified Parent Portal in early summer, 2026. The Parent Portal provides secure access to your child’s most recent CAASPP SSR as well as those for previous school years if your child participated in the assessments. 
This is the final year that paper SSRs will be mailed. As LAUSD transitions to digital records, future reports will be available exclusively through the Parent Portal. Families who have not yet created an account are encouraged to do so to ensure continued access to these records.
